DIRECTIONS, TRANSPORTATION & PARKING
Directions From St. Louis Airport: Take the ramp on the right for I-70 East and head toward St Louis. At Exit 240, head right on the ramp for 
MO-N toward University Blvd. Keep right, heading toward Touhill Arts Center / UMSL. Turn right onto University Place Dr. 

Protesters are encouraged to use public transportation and rideshare options (Uber, Lyft, etc) to minimize parking congestion and overflow 
in the areas surrounding the protest site.

Parking and Public Transportation: https://www.metrostlouis.org/park-and-ride/ The North Hanley Location is near the location of the Express 
Scripts protest. Park on the back side of the parking lot closer to the road that runs alongside where we will be conveniently protesting. The lot 
does mention that it is for “Metro customers only.” Upon calling, they stated that we could park without a pass for the day only. They 
suggested keeping personal belongings out of sight. If you prefer to take the Metro transit system, the North Hanley station is 2 stops away 
from the Airport.
